CURRY COLLEGE ATHLETICS

Student-Athlete Code of Conduct


Being selected for a varsity athletic team at Curry is considered a privilege, rather than a right.  As student-athletes, you are considered ambassadors to the College and your actions, both on and off the playing field, are a direct reflection of Curry College and the image it projects, on campus, in the community, and at other institutions.


Listed below are rules and regulations that all student-athletes must follow, not only during their playing season, but during the entire academic year.

1.
Hazing

Under Massachusetts general law, the act of hazing is prohibited and may be subject to criminal charges.

2.
Missed Classes due to Athletic Competition

Student-athletes are permitted excused absences for any classes that interfere with a scheduled athletic contest, or travel to and from said contest.    Student-Athletes are not excused from a class to go to a practice or for any other reason (ie. Training room, etc…).   Student-athletes are encouraged to discuss missed classes with their professor(s) at the beginning of the season, and are responsible for all missed class work.   Failure to comply with this rule could result in poor academic performance.

3.
Tobacco Rule/Gambling Rule
According to NCAA rules, the use of all tobacco products (cigarettes, cigars, pipes, chewing tobacco, dip, snuff, etc.) is prohibited by all game personnel (e.g. student-athletes, coaches, athletic trainers, managers, and game officials) in all sports during practice and competition, as well as in any athletic facility Curry uses.  Per By-Law 10.3 Gambling in any manner is also prohibited according to NCAA rules, gambling is prohibited by all game personnel (e.g. student-athletes, coaches, athletic trainers, and managers.)
4.
Team Travel

All student-athletes, regardless of age, are required to travel with their respective teams.  Under no circumstances will a student-athlete be allowed to travel to and from an away contest in his/her own transportation, or with anyone not directly related to the athletic program (boyfriend, girlfriend, etc.) unless approved beforehand.  The only exception to this is consent by a student-athlete’s parent(s) or guardian to have the student-athlete travel with them or designee to and from the event.

5.
Consumption of Alcohol by Student-Athletes During Team Travel

Alcohol is not to be possessed or consumed by any student-athlete, manager, or student-trainer, regardless of age, during any College-sponsored travel for the purpose of athletic practice or competition.  This restriction is in effect from the time of departure until the time of return, and includes, but is not limited to, time spent in:  (1) Institute, commercial or private carriers/vehicles; (2) hotels and restaurants; and (3) athletic, commercial, and/or private facilities. 

6.
Student Code of Conduct/Residence Hall Policies

Student-athletes are reminded that any violation of the Student Code of Conduct and/or Residence Hall Policies (as set forth in the Student Handbook) may be grounds for additional sanctions by the Athletic Department in addition to sanctions set forth by the Dean of Students Office.  These policies are in effect year round, including pre-season camps, intercession practices, and any other time student-athletes are permitted to remain in residence halls while classes are not in session.  Residence halls are defined as all dormitories, and on and off campus apartments that are owned by Curry College.

7.   Sportsmanship & Ethical Conduct
Fair play, honesty, respect for officials, teammates, and opponents.
8.   Social Media

As Curry college student-Athletes you are reminded that you are responsible for any social media postings that you make (Facebook, Twitter, etc…).  Any information or pictures that are posted should be positive and consist of appropriate language.  Please remember that you are representing your school, your team, your family, and yourself.  Finally, please keep in mind that Curry College administration and the NCAA monitors these accounts. 
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
